Solfège – Kodály Method and Creative Solfège 

Zoltán Kodály's internationally renowned and worldwide popular method was based on the Hungarian composer's belief that the human voice and singing together can be the basis of a wide range of music culture. One of its best-known hostels is ‘Let music be for everyone’!

Kodály's method crystallized in his own practical work. With its method, a higher musical literacy can be acquired for all people, the most important tools of which are the acquisition of singing together, relative solmization, and musical writing and reading. The consistent implementation of the idea in schools has also given a great impetus to the amateur choir movement in Hungary. An important part of the concept is that Kodály built it on folk music and works of art conceived in its spirit.

The course builds on and recognizes the knowledge and competencies acquired during the courses in the vocal and music teacher course.
The aim of the course is for students to:
· introduce to the world of music practices,
· provide methodological assistance,
· prepare for the pedagogical difficulties of singing and music teaching practice,
· learning the elements of problem-solving thinking,
· introducing creative music practices,
· to develop their innovative and cooperative capabilities and to enrich their relationship capital.

· musical skill development games,
· using body rhythms,
· combining movement and music,
· hearing development,
· rhythm development,
· creative processing of compulsory curriculum.

Content of study

Different forms of choir singing and conducting (choir voice training; leading of the rehearsals; differences and similarities between the rehearsals of parts and full choir; possibilities of choir education during the rehearsals; communication with the choir).

· can understand the importance and effects of the outstanding musical pieces,
· can solve different musical tasks in the field of choir singing as a member of a group,
· can cooperate in the field of solving different tasks of choir singing and conducting,
· consciously open for independent learning and to interpret or compare musical works,
· develop their special competences of choir singing and conducting,
· actively participate in the seminars, collaborate with the instructor and the students.

Vocal and Instrumental Practice (Piano)
Content of study – knowledge and skills
· Based on the earlier acquired vocal, instrumental, and musical knowledge students will gain such technical insight that will help them solve problems as musicians,
