Educational programs (summary)
Solfège and Music Theory – Kodály Method
Zoltán Kodály took on an active role in the international propagation of his concept and Hungarian music education. (Boosey & Hawkes published his pedagogical compositions under the series title: Kodály Choral Method, which seems to be the first appearance of the «Kodály method» phrase, although it only became widespread in that form after 1964.) The first decidedly pedagogical work was the Bicinia Hungarica, later he wrote such important works as the 333 Reading Exercises, the Fifteen Twopart Singing Exercises, the Tricinia and the 22 Singing Exercises (among others). These are the basis of the Hungarian Solfège education by this time. 
Music Theory is also important for music teachers, so during the courses students will be able to analyze classical pieces, to do form and Harmony exercises, and to get acquainted with the bases of counterpoint.
Content and topics of the course
· complex solmization exercises,
· complex musical skill development exercises,
· hearing and rhythm development (advanced level),
· teaching Classic Harmony, and Classic musical forms,
· teaching vocal and instrumental counterpoint.

Conducting Practice, MA-level
The aim of the course for the students is to learn the theory and practice (and the possibilities) of the choir voice training in schools. A further aim for the students is to be able to lead a school music lesson properly and to be responsible for the school choirs. Assessment is based on the quantity and quality of compulsory material completed by the student during the semester, as well as his / her hourly work.
At the end of their study, students

· can work independently their tasks of Choir Conducting,
· can recognize the styles of different musical eras,
· can solve different tasks in the field of conducting alone and as a member of a group,
· know the important musical events from the perspective of Choir Conducting,
· know the literature of the acquired styles in the field of Choir Conducting.

Private Voice Training and Piano 
In studying and mastering the art of playing the piano and the voice training, our students are based on a carefully developed curriculum during the semesters. The material of the semesters is different, but they are built on each other, both in terms of content and technique of piano playing and singing.
